2. Payments will be taken at the Beach Badge Trailer on Downer Avenue which is located in between the
Fire Department and Borough Hall.

3. Payees MUST have a face cover on during the transaction and while speaking with staff members

4. Gloves will be provided on the outside of the Beach Badge Trailer.

5. Once the transaction is complete, gloves can be disposed of in the trash can provided.

Alternative Payment Option:

Any resident wanting to make a payment outside of normal business hours, please drop your tax payment in the
mailbox located in the lobby of the municipal building at the base of the stairwell. This is under police
surveillance and provides and safe and convenient way to make tax payments 24 hours a day.
