Borough of Mantoloking
Emergency Proclamation

WHEREAS, on March 21, 2020, Governor Murphy issued Executive Orders 107 and 108, cancelling
social gatherings, directing New Jersey residents to remain home or at their place of residence, and requiring
the closure of all non-essential retail businesses; and

WHEREAS, on June 10, 2020, Governor Murphy issued EO152, modifying restrictions upon indoor
and outdoor gatherings, and authorizing municipalities to impose additional restrictions at parks in response
to COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, the requirement to constantly patrol and monitor the beach areas in order to prevent
gatherings in violation of the guidelines imposed by the State on the beach and in other public areas will over
burden the Borough’s resources; and

WHEREAS, as authorized by EO152, the Borough of Mantoloking hereby temporarily orders the
closure of beaches overnight, between the hours of 9:00pm and 4:00am, until the State of Emergency is
lifted by the Governor of the State of New Jersey.

In accordance with the power vested in me pursuant to N.J.S.A. App. A:9-40.5, I, Robert McIntyre,
Emergency Management Coordinator for the Borough of Mantoloking do hereby order as follows:

1. That the all beaches in the Borough of Mantoloking shall be closed to the public overnight, between
the hours of 9:00pm and 4:00am.

2. This order shall become effective on June 12, 2020, shall remain in effect during the State of
Emergency, and shall automatically terminate when the State of Emergency is lifted by the Governor
of the State of New Jersey.

3. This order shall not apply to police, first responders, or other emergency personnel.

4. Violation of this order may be punishable, and aiding and abetting violations of this order shall be
adjudged as a disorderly person’s offense, punishable with imprisonment for a term not to exceed 6
months or a fine not to exceed $1,000.00 or both.
